                Creation Reflections ï July, 2010 ï Bill Craig  

 
          Our church recently celebrated with what may be the largest group of graduates in the history of the church.  We have observed in this 
group of young people exceptional spiritual maturity, leadership, work ethic and passion for the lost.  These qualities are the result of parents, 
church teachers and pastors, and sensitivity to the Holy Spirit. 

     NSC has been faithful in equipping these graduates for what they will face in the future, whether it is more 
education or a career.  My advice to them is to remember what they have learned at NSC and to hold to the Bible 
as their foundation. 
     Unfortunately, NSC graduates are not typical, and this has me worried about the future of our country.  Barna 
Research reports that just one-half of one percent of people in the 18-23 age group in the United States has a 
Biblical worldview.  According to Barna the following ideas comprise a Biblical worldview: 

Absolute moral truth exists. 
The Bible is totally accurate in all the principles it teaches. 
Satan is considered to be a real being or force, not merely symbolic. 
People cannot earn their way into Heaven by trying to be good or do good works. 
Jesus Christ lived a sinless life on earth. 
God is the all-knowing, all-powerful creator of the world who rules the universe today. 
 

     Dr. Erwin Lutzer, senior pastor of Moody Church in Chicago said the following: 
òI believe that America has drifted so far that thereõs no way we can bring this country back simply by a change 
of politicians, even though politics is important.  I believe that change is going to happen when every single 
Christian begins to understand her and his responsibility to live out their faith everywhere.ó 
     The courage to live out our faith is based on our belief in the truth of the foundation of our faith, the Bible.  
My passion is equipping people to be confident about one aspect of the Bible - the scientific accuracy of the 
Bibleõs claim that òGod is the all-powerful creator of the world who rules the universe today.ó 
     That brings us to a discussion of the third of a trilogy of questions offered by our youth.  If itõs true that the 
Earth is only 6,000 years old, speciation had to have occurred quickly.  Why arenõt we seeing it today? 
     Briefly, speciation did occur quickly after the global Flood recorded in the Bible.  The post-Flood climate was 
drastically different from the pre-Flood climate.  Living things quickly adapted to and filled environmental niches 
that previously had not existed.  They were able to adapt quickly through natural selection made possible by the 
rich gene pool God provided the original Kinds.  As the niches were filled, speciation slowed. 
     Speciation is still occurring today.  A review of the literature shows that speciation occurs in as little as a few 
years as seen in guppies, lizards, fruit flies, mosquitoes, finches, and mice.  However, guppies are still guppies, 
fruit flies are still fruit flies, etcetera.  Dogs donõt become cats.  Speciation actually leads to a loss of genetic 
information, not the gain of information required for evolution to be true.

Read by millions across this country, church signs with those catchy/profound messages 

present a unique opportunity for churches to communicate messages of Godõs love.  Driving 

home from our Fatherõs Day weekend with Jeremy, Pam and I passed by one such church sign 

that simply stated, ôGet Right or Get Left.õ  Theologically, there is no question that the sign is exactly right.  

Everyone must be in a right relationship with the Lord or face the reality of being left outside of His presence for 

eternity. 

  Reflecting on those words, I was once again reminded that it is beyond our capability to òget rightó on our own.  

Then this thought occurred: What about those who have never heard the Good News, or otherwise have no 

concept of what it means to ôGet Right?õ   What is their thought as they read those words in passing?   What about 

that church?  Are they trusting that a catchy slogan on their sign will be enough to draw the lost to our Savior? 

  In recent days the Lord has convicted me of my own personal need to be more proactive in my witness.  Pastor 

Danielõs summer Bible Study is focusing on what it means to be on mission with God.  In recent weeks Daniel 

has reminded us that the world, for the most part, will not be flocking to New Sandy Creek (or any other church) 

to ôget right.õ  Therefore, it is imperative that we take the initiative to go to them with the gospel. 

  One of the greatest privileges of the Christian life is that we have the option of being ambassadors of the living 

Lord.  Each day we have the honor of representing His power and capability to those He puts in our path who 

need to ôget right.õ  Writing in his first letter, Peter penned these words, ôBut you are a chosen race, a royal 

priesthood, a holy nation, a people for his own possession, that you may proclaim the excellencies of him 

who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.õ (1 Peter 2:9 ESV). Pastor and Bible teacher John 

MacArthur wrote of this verse, ôthe Greek word translated òproclaimó is an unusual word used only here in the New Testament.  

It means òto advertiseó or òto publishó and refers to making something known that would otherwise be unknown.  òExcellenciesó 

speak of powerful and heroic deeds.  You are an ambassador of Christ, having the great privilege of proclaiming what God has done 

for His people.õ 

  The catchy slogans on church signs certainly provide another method of communicating profound examples of 

Godõs love, grace and mercy.  But may we never lose sight of the fact that we have the greater honor to personally 

proclaim the excellencies of the One who has granted us such a wonderful privilege.   We serve a missional God; 

likewise may it be that we are a missional people.

Afghanistan: Christian Aid Suspended  

On May 31, the Afghanistan government suspended the operations of two Christian relief organizations over suspicions 

that they  

converted Afghans to Christianity, according to media reports. Converting from Islam to Christianity and proselytizing are 

crimes in  

Afghanistan.  

According to a New York Times report, an Afghan television station broadcast photographs that supposedly showed 

Westerners  

baptizing Afghans and Afghans praying at private prayer meetings. The television station, Noorin TV, mentioned the two 

Christian  

organizations in the report but later confirmed that it had no evidence linking the organizations to the baptisms or prayer 

meetings.  

A spokesman for the Ministry of Economy, which regulates aid groups in Afghanistan, told The New York Times that there 

was no  

evidence against the Christian aid groups. Mohammed Sediq Amarkhiel reportedly said the groups were suspended 

because  

television reports ñraised suspicions ò and ñmade people very emotional and angry. ò Amarkhiel said the government will 

further  

investigate the groups ô activities. ñIf they are really involved in proselytizing Afghan people for Christianity, then definitely 

these  

people will be introduced to the judicial authorities, ò Amarkhiel said.  

The television broadcast led to a protest by Kabul University students and has also fueled anti -Christian sentiment within 

the Afghan  

government. According to the Associated Press (AP), the deputy secretary of the Afghan Parliament has called for the 

execution of  

Afghan Christians. The AP report quotes the deputy secretary as saying, ñThose Afghans that appeared on this video film 

should be  

executed in public. The house should order the attorney general and the National Department of Security to arrest these 

Afghans  

and execute them. ò 

Expulsion of these Christian aid organizations is the latest attack against Christians in Afghanistan. In August 2007, the 

Taliban  

kidnapped 23 South Korean aid workers from a church group. Two were killed and the rest were released a month later. In 

2001,  

eight international aid workers were imprisoned and charged with preaching Christianity.  

The Voice of the Martyrs supports Christians in Afghanistan by providing literature and other ministry tools to indigenous 

house  

church leaders. VOM encourages you to pray for believers as they share the gospel in this very difficult region. Pray that 

their  

testimony will draw nonbelievers into fellowship with Christ.  
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Jesus said ò You must love the Lord your God with all your heart, all your soul, 

and all your mind. This is the first and greatest commandment. A second and 

equally important: Love your neighbor as yourself.ó  Matthew 22:37-39
