 On Monday February 22nd a comic book that sold for 10 cents in 1938 and featured the 

debut of  Superman was auctioned for $1 million. A "very fine" copy of  Action Comics #1, 

considered to be the "Holy Grail" of  comic books, was sold online. Stephen Fishler who 

handled the auction and knew the buyer (who remains anonymous) said. "Is it worth it? 

Absolutely. There's nothing else like it" (USA Today Feb. 23). Later the same week a copy of  

Batman's debut comic book also sold for $1 million.  

 On another note, our own North American Mission Board estimates that 225 million people 

in North America have no personal relationship with Jesus Christ. We as Southern Baptist 

support 5,304 North American missionaries attempting to share the Good News of  

Jesus.  Across this continent they are starting new churches, engaging diverse language groups, 

sharing in prisons, serving as chaplains (military, hospital, and corporate), leading student 

ministries on  college campuses, ministering in inner city settings, leading  Bible studies in 

multihousing settings, conducting backyard Bible clubs, holding block parties, witnessing in 

recreational areas, and so much more. This army of  devoted witnesses represents NSC and all 

Southern Baptists. They depend on our giving to maintain the vital lifeline of  the Gospel to a 

growing population that Superman and Batman can't help.                                                                       

 North America needs the true Super Hero, the God-Man, Jesus Christ! Collectors spend 

fortunes on comic books and consider it well worth it because the books are unique. This Easter 

Sunday we get to invest in something of  incomparable value, the Gospel of  the God-Man. If  

someone were to ask us if this Gospel is worth the $10,000 goal we are setting for our 2010 

Annie Armstrong Easter Offering for North American Missions? We would reply. 

"Absolutely. There's nothing else like it." Nothing else can save a soul and change a continent!

Dear Church Family, 

 On a recent day as I was reflecting on the goodness of  our 

Lord, I recalled this quote from English Bishop Hugh Latimer: 

ôWe must first be made good before we can do good.õ   The Scriptures teach 

us that we are made good not by our efforts but by the atonement 

of  our Lord Jesus at Calvary.  Our standing or status before God 

is in and through Christ.  Because of  that we are made free from 

our own compulsive and self-centered efforts to be good enough 

to deserve His love. 

  Realizing that God is good, despite everything we have said and 

done, assures us that mercy takes the shape of  goodness.  The 

ultimate revelation of Godõs goodness (mercy) is that at the time 

humanity deserved it least, He came in the Person of  Jesus Christ.  He came to reveal Himself  

to us, to die for our sins, and to make us good according to the Fatherõs standard of goodness. 

The Lordõs goodness compels us to do good works.  He has saved us and has called us to serve.  

He has placed us in the Body of  Christ together and given us a desire to know and do what is 

good for all.  In effect, He has given us the great privilege of  representing Christ to each other 

as well as to a needful world. 

 In his letter to the Romans, the Apostle Paul wrote, we who are strong have an obligation 
to bear with the failings of  the weak, and not to please ourselves.  Let each of  us please 
his neighbor for his good, to build him up.  For Christ did not please himself, but as it is 
written, òThe reproaches of those who reproached you fell on me.ó  For whatever was 
written in former days was written for our instruction, that through endurance and 
through the encouragement of  the Scriptures we might have hope.  May the God of  
endurance and encouragement grant you to live in such harmony with one another, in 
accord with Christ Jesus, that together you may with one voice glorify the God and 
Father of  our Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore welcome one another as Christ has 
welcomed you, for the glory of  God. (Romans 15:1-7 ESV). 
 One sure characteristic of Godõs goodness is that He goes before us to show the way.  We 

can and should be much encouraged at New Sandy Creek as we realize that not only has He 

given us the Scriptures, but He has anointed and placed gifted and committed preachers and 

teachers in our fellowship to proclaim the hope contained therein. 

 The ESV study notes on verses 1-3 of  this passage remind us that the Christian life centers 

on strengthening others.  It occurred to me as I read this passage that much of  what the Lord is 

doing in our fellowship can be attributed to the fact that he has indeed granted us a spirit of  

harmony with one another, in accord with Christ Jesus.  

 There is no denying that the Body of  Christ in harmony is one of  the most powerful 

attractions to those who are outside of  a relationship with the Lord.  I am convinced that He 

has called us to engage our community in ways that we never have before.  Let us be diligent in 

encouraging and strengthening each other as we move forward.

     Warning!  A new movie titled Creation is out.  The title is misleading.  The movie isnõt about 
Creation.  Rather, it promotes Evolution and Charles Darwin.  The actor portraying Darwin is 
atheist Paul Bettany who appeared in Legion, The DaVinci Code and Master and Commander. 
     In the movie, the comment is made to Darwin about one consequence of his theory, òYouõve 
killed God, sir.ó 
     In another spot, Darwin explains to his daughter other logical conclusions one must come to 
if his theory is correct.  òIt changes everything.  Suppose the whole world stopped believing that 
God had any sort of  plan for us ð nothing mattered ð not love ð nor trust - or faith ð not honor 
ð only brute survival.ó 
     Darwinõs statement to his daughter reminds me of a twenty-foot banner we had above our 
Creation Science booth at a recent National Education Association convention.  The banner 
proclaimed, òHow to Build a Bomb in a Public School.ó  You can imagine the outrage the banner 
provoked in delegates. 
     Doctors and professors working in the booth explained that when kids are taught that they 
got here by accident, that there is no purpose in life, and that when they die, thatõs it, why 
wouldnõt we expect events like Columbine? 
     A formula for diffusing the bomb was also offered: Teach students that there is a loving God 
who created them in His image.  Let them know God has a wonderful purpose for their lives.  
Assure them that through a personal relationship with Godõs Son they will spend eternity with 
Him in Heaven. 
     What is the foundation for such a faith?  The Bible.  Unfortunately, research shows that two-
thirds of  kids raised in Christian homes and churches fall away from the faith when they leave 
home.  Why?  Because they have been persuaded that the Bible is irrelevant and full of  myths 
such as the record of  Creation in Genesis.  It is our responsibility to prepare our children and 
grandchildren to combat the anti-God culture that is propagated in the mainstream media and 
through movies like Creation. 
     The Bible is true from the very first verse.  What it says about history and science is 100% 
accurate.  With a little preparation, we can take the offense and not be timid about giving a 
reason for the hope that is in us.
