Y
think that's OK, then?" "No absolutely not,” she replied. "They have a bad quality of life,” Comfort replit
"Definitely not," repeats the woman in opposition to shooting them and adds, "And who's to say that they ha
bad quality of life?"

To others he interviewed that said they were personally against abortion but believed women should ha
right to choose he countered that that's like saying one disagreed with Hitler but believed he should hav
right to choose. Comfort told one woman in the street interviews, "I'd like you to feel like you would in Germe
when Jews are being killed all around you. You'd be horrified, and we've got a holocaust in America, wher
babies are being murdered because of a woman's choice, and it's legal." Many of those he interviewed wh
pro-abortion changed their minds, hence the title "180" referan§8® degree change of direction on the is-
sue.
